Khong Yee Jun & Khong Yee Jian - Brief Profile
Khong Yee Jun, 20, is pursuing Electrical and Electronic Engineering at the School Of Engineering and Computing KBU International College on a full merit scholarship. He has a host of self-built robots to his credit and he has started this ‘rare’ passion since he was 13. Yee Jun has a remarkable long list of accomplishments and achievements in the area of robotics. 
Not only has Yee Jun built a reputation for himself as a robot creator; he has also represented the country in numerous robotic competitions. He has participated in the Malaysian Junior Robotic Competitions (MJRC) for three consecutive years. He also has a list of achievements in the World Robotic Olympiad (WRO) series. In 2004, Yee Jun and brother Yee Jian, 17 did Malaysia proud by winning the Excellence Award in the Open Category at WRO in Singapore. In the competition, Yee Jun worked hand in hand with Yee Jian, to create a robot known as Malaysian identified Bipedal Object (MiBO). They took several days to build MiBO, which was a humanoid robot consisting of almost 700 separate parts. MiBO moves like a human and it could perform a gymnastic ribbon routine. In August 2005, Yee Jun and Yee Jian won Gold and Silver at the Malaysia Robot Olympiad (MRO) held at University Malaya. The competition was organized by Sasbadi Sdn Bhd, the Education Ministry and the Science Ministry. Then, in November 2005, Yee Jun and Yee Jian repeated their feat when they won the Silver Award in the Open Category at WRO in Bangkok, Thailand. They created a pair of walking humanoid robots called The Martians in a theme on Science Fiction.
Besides competing in robotic competitions, Jun and Jian – as they are fondly called – also travel around the country to share their passion with others. They often get invitations to give talks or demos to institutions or organizations. They had given a talk on robot creation to a group of officers at the Ministry of Education at its headquarters in Putrajaya in 2005. The National Science Center had also invited them twice to give robotics demonstrations and speak before 120 school headmasters and headmistresses. Jun also frequently demonstrates his robots at his college, KBU International College during the Open Days too.
On May 16th 2006, Jun and Jian were at the National Level Teachers’ Day Celebration, held at the Putra World Trade Center (PWTC) where they demonstrated their creations, a climbing robot that pulled a banner to officiate the Teachers’ Day celebration and 9 DanceBots© dancing to a dangdut music, before a host of visitors which included the Prime Minister of Malaysia, Dato Seri Abdullah Hj Ahmad Badawi and Education Minister, Dato Hishammuddin Hussein. They also demonstrated their creations during the International Book Fair in Kuala Lumpur.

Yee Jun also teaches and trains about 70 MARA Robotic Club Advisors to MRSM (Maktab Rendah Sains MARA) students. In December 2006, Yee Jun went to Gold Coast, Australia as a mentor to our MRSM team representing Malaysia in the International Robot Olympiad (IRO). They won Gold in Vision Robot Rescue, Best Humanoid Design, and Excellence Award in the Creative Category. 
Jun and Jian taught robotics at a child development center called the Magic Tree in Taman Tun Dr Ismail, KL every Saturday. They were facilitators for a few years at NIE (Newspaper In Education) workshops organized by New Straits Times, also at MPH 1 Utama and at Pan Global Insurance Company. They often get invitations to train students for competitions by schools participating in WRO and IRO. 
In November 2007, Jun went to Taipei, Taiwan as a trainer to our Malaysian team from SK Taman Megah. They won the Silver Award and the Most Popular Award. Microsoft Malaysia sponsored the team. During the same year, Jun and Jian were mentors to the SMK USJ12 School, SK Sri Tebrau, Johor and SK Taman Megah, Petaling Jaya. The schools won two Golds, one Silver, one Bronze and one Merit Award. Yee Jun also trains SRJK(C) Jalan Davidson, Kuala Lumpur for participation in the annual IRO as well as SK Taman Megah for the WRO. Jun has also been invited to train 31 teams from MRSM MARA students in Jasin, Melaka who are going to participate in the IRO too.
On the 19th and 20th May 2008, Jun was invited by Microsoft to build robots to demonstrate to our Prime Minister and our Yang di Pertuan Agong, Tuanku Mizan Zainal Abidin at the WCIT (World Congress on Information Technology) at the KL Convention Center. 
Presently, Jun is busy training schools taking part in the coming NRC (National Robotic Competition)

Jun uses all sorts of materials to build his robots. He has built his robots from scratch using materials like aluminium sheets, medium density fiberboard (MDF) and plastic sheets, etc. He has also used recycled materials from household items such as motors and components that are taken from electrical appliances. Besides that, Yee Jun also creates the robots’ printed circuit boards (PCB), soldering the various components himself. For the robotic controllers (brains), Yee Jun designs and fabricates them himself using PIC and Atmel microcontrollers as the core. He then programs the ‘brains’ in either PIC BASIC or C++ and implants them in the robots – thus bringing them to life. 
On November 1st 2007, our very own CREATIVE ROBOTICS learning center was opened in The Summit Shopping Complex in USJ 1, Subang Jaya with Jun as the Master Trainer and Jian as the Trainer, and in charge of Graphics and Multimedia too.
Finally, Jun and Jian – also known as the Khong Brothers – have appeared in numerous newspaper articles and on television too. They simply love to design, build and create cool inventions and gain satisfaction in the challenges to solve problems and to think out of the box or be innovative with their creative skills. They hope to instill this unique passion in building robots to everyone who is interested. 
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
